Tournament Rules

. This tournament is USBC certified. All participants must hold a valid USBC membership card
and be a USBC Collegiate member.

This is an invitational event. Teams will be invited on the basis of meeting the requirements

below:

a. Big 10 Conference Member Schools will be invited first. If an invited team declines the
invitation to participate and the number of teams in a division does not meet USBC'’s
minimum requirement of 5 men’s teams and 3 women’s teams, non-conference schools
will be invited to fill the remaining spaces.

b. For JV entries, we will accept JV-1 men’s entries, JV-1 women’s entries, and JV-2 teams
on a first-come first-served basis. A varsity team must be declared prior to the start of
competition, and only that team will receive power points and advance to the varsity
bracket for match play.

. This tournament will be contested on a Sport Bowling Pattern.

. Rosters may include up to 8 eligible players and two coaches. There will be two divisions:
Men/Mixed and Women.

. Entry fees are due by Saturday, November 8", 2025. Fees paid after that date will be charged
at a rate of $265.00 per team. Those teams not showing up to the event will be refunded the
entry fee less the posted tournament expense fees ($40) and late fees ($25).



6. FORMAT:
On Saturday, each team will bowl 5 team games of round robin match play.

a. After round robin match play, all competing teams will be seeded into a double
elimination bracket. Seeding will be determined by match play record. Any ties will be
broken by total pinfall. Teams will bowl a best of 5 match (first to get 3 wins) with the
winners advancing. The losers bracket will consist of best of 3 matches, with the losers
eliminated from the competition.

7. Teams will follow the lane schedule for lane assignments each game and bracket match.

8. Teams may substitute up to 3 times in one game, however, once a player comes out, he/she
may not return during that game, and the credit for the game goes to the player who started
the game! Only one substitution per 10th frame.

9. The bracket will be a true double elimination, The “if necessary” match will be 2 out of 3 and on
the pair of the first final match. Higher seeds will have starting lane choice. In the first final, the
team in the winner’s bracket will receive lane choice. In the “If’ match, the team with the
highest qualifying seed will receive lane choice.

10.Power points will be awarded after the completion of the 25 conventional qualifying games.

11. Any rule not covered will be referred to the USBC Collegiate Handbook/Rulebook! All
Tournament Director decisions are final.
